· There must be an abstract of between 200 and 300 words.

· All photographs, maps and graphs must be in TIFF format and not be less than 300 dpi .

· All  tables, graphs and line drawings should be in rich text form or .doc format using Word, Power  Point or Excel original programs. Please only use grey scales (no colour).

· All illustrations and tables must be stored on a separate file to the text. Locate any illustration by placing a figure number in the text.

· The manuscript must have a maximum of five keywords following the abstract.

· The English must be of a high standard.

The abstract should contain a single or two paragraphs describing aim and objectives, methodology and a summary of important results and its length should not exceed 300 words. Use 10 point size Time New Roman.
Keywords: 3-5 keywords, 10 point size in, Bold, alphabetical order, separated by commas
1. INTRODUCTION (12, upper case, bold)

It is expected that authors will submit carefully written and proofread material. Spelling and grammatical errors, as well as language usage problems, are not acceptable. There is limitation to the number of words and it must not more than 5000 words excluding acknowledgment and references. Also the paper must submit as Microsoft word document.

Papers should clearly describe the background of the subject, the authors work, including the methods used, and concluding discussion on the importance of the work. Papers must be prepared in English language. Technical terms should be explained unless they may be considered to be known to the broader community. Acronyms should be written out at their first appearance.
2. Paper format 
The uniform outlook will help the reader to follow the proceedings. This can be obtained most easily if authors use this template file to construct their papers. Please note the following details: the font must be 12 point size in, Times new Roman. The paper format is an A4 format with 20 mm margins left, right, top and bottom. 

All text paragraphs should be single spaced, with first line intended by 10 mm. Double spacing should only be used before and after headings and subheadings as shown in this example. Position and style of headings and subheadings should follow this example. No spaces should be placed between paragraphs. Header and footer shall be positioned 16 mm from the edge.Please DO NOT change any of the above mentioned page, paragraph and font settings.
3. Heading and subheading

3.1 First level heading
All headings and subheadings should be flushed left. First level headings should be set in bold capital letter. A paragraph and a new heading should be separated by one-line spacing.

This is the standard font and layout for the individual paragraph. No indentation is needed for every paragraph. The paragraphs should be separated by one-line spacing. 
3.2 Second level heading

Second level headings should be set in bold with each initial letter capitalized. A paragraph and a new second level heading should be separated by one-line spacing.

3.3 Third level heading

Third level headings should be set in regular (not bold), sentence case with consecutive bracket alphabet text which are (a)., (b)., (c) etc. A paragraph and a new third level heading should be separated by one-line spacing.

3.4 Fourth level heading

Third level headings should be set in regular (not bold), sentence case with consecutive Roman number which are i., ii. iii etc. A paragraph and a new third level heading should be separated by one-line spacing.

4. Tables and Figures (12, capitalize the first letter , bold)
Figure captions and table headings should be sufficient to explain the figure or table without needing to refer to the text. Figures and tables not cited in the text should not be presented. The text in tables and figures should use 10-point font size. Figure captions should be below the figures; table heads should appear above the tables. The capture should be in 10 point size regular Time New Roman. Table must be labeled sequentially starting from 1, 2, 3,…. 
All photographs, maps and graphs must be in TIFF format and not be less than 300 dpi . All  tables, graphs and line drawings should be in rich text form or .doc format using Word, Power  Point or Excel original programs. Please only use grey scales (no colour). All illustrations and tables must be stored on a separate file to the text. Locate any illustration by placing a figure number in the text. 5. Equation
Equations must be numbered sequentially. Equation number must be right aligned as shown in the following example:
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Where 
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  is the viscosity, 
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  is the pressure, 
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 is the Boltzmann constant, 
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 is the temperature, and 
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 is the mass of gas molecule. Equation should be prepared using Math Type, Equation Editor, or other equation software.
6. Abbreviation and Acronyms

Define abbreviation and acronyms the first time they are used in the context, even after they are defined in the abstract. Try not to use abbreviations in the title or headings unless they are unavoidable.
7. Acknowledgment

Acknowledgements (if any) should be placed just before the REFERENCES, without numbering assigned to the heading.

8. References 

References should use an APA format.
All cited references in the text must be listed, according to this format, in one font size 10 pt. No right justification (alignment left) is needed for this section. Arrangement is in alphabetical order (A to Z).
Citing Sources in the Text
All references cited in text must be listed at the end of the paper under the REFERENCES heading. For in-text citation, (Name, Year) should be used. 
e.g., a recent report (Ali, 1994) shows that…

Or, a report by Ali (1994) shows that…

A semi colon (; with following space) is used to separate two citations, e.g., (Ali, 1994; Cowlishaw, 2000). 
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
